Kuala Selangor Nature Park, also known as Taman Alam, is a haven for a wide variety of flora and fanamgtises over 200 hectares of coastal
land, a large part of which is mangrove swamps.

The area also has more than 150 species of birds, and an estimated 100,000 wading birds, comprising some 30 speciethrpasggirigere on their
annual migration. Obsevation hides and watch towers have been built to allow visitors to observe birds and other species of animals like tegterfli
insects, reptiles, fish, mudskippers, mud lobsters and crabs.Visitors are recommended to bring along binoculars and cameslaptioto lens in
order to get a better view of the birds and other animals.



2. Kuala Selangor Bukit Melawati :
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Melawati Hill is located in the coastal town of Kuala Selangor. In the late 18th Century, the second Sultan of Selangofdradss
constructed on Melawati Hill to protect the state from intruders.

The hill provided a vantage point to monitor ships in the Straits of Malacca. Even with a strategic hold, the MelawatiiEla¢ g to the
Dutch cannons. It was again destroyed during thda@eyor Civil War, when warring factions fought for timich lands. All that remains
of the fort now are its cannons, its original foundation stones and fabled execution block. The landscaped hill offersramp&ndgew of
the Selangor coastline.
